Verbs:
1.Comprise: This verb is often used to indicate the parts or components that make up
the whole pie chart.
2.Account for: Use this to express the percentage or proportion that a specific segment

represents.
3.Constitute: Similar to "comprise,” it indicates the makeup of the chart's sections.
4.Indicate: This verb is useful for describing the information conveyed by the chart.
5.Convey: Use to discuss the information that the pie chart is transmitting.

Adverbs:

1.Vastly: Describes how one segment greatly differs from another in terms of
proportion.

2.Minimally: Shows a small degree or proportion in relation to the whole chart.

3.Predominantly: Indicates that a certain aspect or characteristic is the main focus of
the chart.
