INTRODUCTION

What is IELTS Listening? IELTS Listening is one of the four sections of the IELTS exam, and it is designed to
assess your abllity to understand spoken English in a variety of everyday contexts.

Structure:
e 30-40 minutes: You'll listen to 4 recordings, each representing a different situation:

o Conversation between two people: This could be a casual chat between friends or a more formal interaction
like a job interview.

o Talk: You might listen to a lecture, a radio broadcast, or a presentation on a specific topic.

o o Discussion between two or more people: This could be a group conversation on a topic of general interest or

a meeting with specific objectives.

v o Mixed format: A combination of two or more of the above formats. s

The parts of speech are the basic grammatical categories that
words can be classified into based on their functions and
relationships within a sentence. Here is a list of the main parts

of speech:

1.Noun:
o A word that represents a person, place, thing, or idea.

o Examples: cat, city, book, love.

e 1.Pronoun:
Fl;j | o A word that takes the place of a noun to avoid
e repetition.

o Examples: he, she, it, they, I, you.

e Verb:
o A word that expresses an action, occurrence, or state

of being.
o Examples: run, eat, sleep, is, were.

e Adjective:
o A word that describes or modifies a noun or pronoun.
o Examples: happy, tall, red, beautiful.

e Adverb:
o A word that modifies a verb, adjective, or other adverb,

often indicating how, when, where, or to what degree.
o Examples: quickly, very, here, often.



BASIC GRAMMAR

e Conjunction;
o A word that connects words, phrases, or clauses in a sentence.
o Examples: and, but, or, because.

 [nterjection:
o A word or phrase used to express strong emotion or surprise and is often followed by an exclamation mark.

o Examples: oh, wow, ouch, hurray.

e Article:

o A type of adjective that specifies whether a noun is definite (the) or indefinite (a, an).

o Examples: a book, an apple, the car. = il g-ﬁ

Wh- Questions:
These ask for specific information using "wh-" words (who, what, where, when, why, etc.) and generally
follow these patterns:

e Wh- word + Auxiliary/Modal verb + Subject + Main Verb + Other Information:
= What are you reading?
= Where does she live?
= When will the train arrive?

= e Wh- word + "to be" + Subject + Other Information:
— = = Who is your best friend? =

— = What is the capital of France? ——




BASIC GRAMMAR

Tag Questions:

These add a short question at the end of a
statement for confirmation or emphasis.

They usually follow the pattern:
e S+V+0O+" rnght?" or", isn't it?" or ",

don't you?"

o He speaks Italian, right?

o You finished your homework, didn't
you?
o You've been to New Zealand, right?

e Inversion: For sentences with "be"
verbs or modals (can, will, etc.), invert
the subject and verb.

o Example: John likes apples.
o Yes/No Question: Does John like
apples?

e Past tense: Use "did" before the
subject for simple past questions.
o Example: They arrived yesterday.
o Yes/No Question: Did they arrive
yesterday?

QUANTIFIERS

Quantifiers are words or phrases used in the English language to indicate the quantity or extent of something. They help
specify the amount or degree of a noun in a sentence. Quantifiers can be classified into two main types:

1. Definite Quantifiers:
o These quantifiers specify an exact or definite quantity.
= Examples: all, both, half, some, enough, neither, either, each, every, no, one, two, three, etc.
s Usage: "All the students completed the assignment.”

1. Indefinite Quantifiers:

o These quantifiers provide a non-specific or indefinite quantity.

= Examples: many, much, few, several, any, some, all, most, a few, a little, a lot of, plenty of, enough, etc.
= Usage: "Many people attended the event."
