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1. Comparison with Adjective:
- Around + Time, the rock was + Adjective.

- Initially, the rock was + Adjective, but eventually, it turned + Adjective.

Example:

- Initially, the rock was porous, but eventually, it turned dense.

5. Using "Prior to... Subsequent to...":
- Prior to the event, the rock was + Adjective, and subsequent to the event, it became +
Adjective.

Example:
- Prior to the weathering, the rock was solid, and subsequent to the weathering, it became
fragmented.
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Adjectives to Describe the Transformation of Rocks:
1.Hard: Resistant to scratching or breaking.
2.Smooth: Even and lacking roughness.
3.Rough: Covered in irregular, coarse surfaces.
4.Polished: Smooth and shiny due to abrasion or weathering.
5.Granular: Composed of small, distinct grains.
